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1. Introduction

Summerhaven Wind, LP (Summerhaven) a wholly owned subsidiary of NextEra Energy Canada, ULC (NextEra), is
constructing a wind energy project in the vicinity of the community of Nanticoke, in Haldimand County, Ontario. The
Project received a Renewable Energy Approval (REA) from the Ministry of the Environment on March 16, 2012 and
a subsequent amendment approval on January 2, 2013. The following sections of this Addendum Report describe
the proposed modification to the Project and resulting changes to the originally approved Design and Operations
Report.

1.1 The Proponent
The Project will be owned and operated by Summerhaven Wind, LP, a subsidiary of NextEra. NextEra’s indirect
parent company is NextEra Energy Resources, LLC. The proponent has not changed from the initial REA

submission.

1.2 Project Study Area

The proposed Project is located in the vicinity of the community of Nanticoke, in Haldimand County, Ontario. The
Project Study Area has not changed from the original REA submission.
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2. Proposed Project Modifications

The proposed modification to the Project includes constructing a new access road and collection cables on Lot 8,
Concession 2 from Haldimand Road 3 (Rainham Road) north to Turbines 38 and 39. The new access road and
collection cabling will be constructed within the construction disturbance area illustrated on Figure 2-1. No other
changes will be made to the Project Location or infrastructure.

2. New potential environmental effects and corresponding mitigation measures.
